It was suggested that the club contract out to have the hedge alongside court 1 trimmed to the level of the netting. this in the spring.

3.
The ball machine does not oscillate as the feet are worn and the circuit no longer programs the machine to oscillate.  These are a mixture of user and manufacturing problems.  Discussion took place on ways to monitor use of the machine from completing the log book to having an assigned time and a volunteer to oversee its use.  It was also suggested that the 9 members who paid $10 for the use of the machine this season be given a year’s extension.
